to you for 3 things to steal, kill and destroy. It is important 
to pray so that the enemy does not gain access into your life. 
He is already a defeated enemy, but Jesus said that men are 
always to pray and not to faint. In other words, if you do not 
pray then you are fainting, therefore always be on guard by 
praying.

In other words, that 
thing or person puts you in a 
much better position than if you 
did not have it or them. This is 
exactly what Jesus was trying to 
say to his disciples before leaving 
the earth. 

Generational captains, for Jesus to say that it is better that 
he goes away must give you an idea of how important the 
Holy Spirit is in a child of God’s life. Do not take Him for 
granted. You need Him to live your life victoriously every day. 
Rejoice because the Holy Spirit is your Advantage!

What is the opposite of the truth? 

When Je-
sus was speaking to His disciples 
about the Holy Spirit, he said 
that the Holy Spirit (also known 
as the Spirit of truth) would lead 
the disciples and children of God 
into all truth.

The Apostle Paul was a great 
example of someone who lived a 
very different life before hav-
ing an encounter with the LORD 
Jesus Christ. He persecuted and 
even killed Christians, yet when 
he had a supernatural encounter 
on the road to Damascus, every-
thing about him changed. Paul 
was no longer led by his own de-
sires; he was now led by the Holy 
Spirit.

He is the 
One who leads the children of God. Make the decision today 
to be led by the Spirit of God and not your own will. That is 
the identity of the true children of God.

Romans 8:26 (ICB)

should. But the Spirit himself 
speaks to God for us, even begs 
God for us. The Spirit speaks 
to God with deep feelings that 
words cannot explain.

Imagine having someone who can 
help you to speak to God in such 
a way that everything he says is 
perfect. No mistakes and God the 
Father responds to every time? 
You do not have to imagine any 

further because every child of God including you, has this 
Person on the inside of him. His Name is the Holy Spirit.

Our scripture verse tells us that the Holy Spirit helps us 
in our prayers because we do not know how to pray as we 
should. Always ask the Holy Spirit to pray with you before 
you talk to the Father. His prayers are perfect every time! 

PROPHETIC DECLARATION
The Holy Spirit makes my prayers effective. He speaks 
to God for me and knows exactly what to say. Thank You 
Father for the gift of Your Holy Spirit.

FURTHER STUDY
Romans 8:26-28
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Sunday, December 8 MYSTERIES

1 Corinthians 14:2 (ICB)
 I will explain why. One who has 
the gift of speaking in a differ-
ent language is not speaking to 
people. He is speaking to God. 
No one understands him—he is 
speaking secret things through 
the Spirit.

When you whisper something to 
a friend, it is because you do not 
want anyone else to hear what 
you are saying. Well, mysteries 
are secrets, and the Bible says 
that when you speak in tongues; 
that you are speaking to God. 
No-one understands you because 
you are speaking secret things 

through the Spirit.

Make it a habit kids, to pray in the Spirit every day. You 
are building yourself up in your most holy faith and you are 
speaking the perfect will of God that no-one else under-
stands!

PROPHETIC DECLARATION 
As a child of God, I have a secret weapon. My secret 
weapon is the Holy Spirit. As I pray in tongues today, I 
am speaking mysteries and secrets that no-one else can 
understand! Hallelujah!!!

FURTHER STUDY
1 Corinthians 12:3
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Monday, December 9 WITH A THANKFUL HEART

1 Thessalonians 5:18 (ICB)
Give thanks whatever happens. 
That is what God wants for you 
in Christ Jesus. 

David is a man in the Bible who is 
spoken about frequently. One of 
the reasons for this is because 
he was someone who knew and 
understood the importance of 
praise and worship. There are les-
sons that we can still learn from 
him today. 

Even when things were not go-
ing his way, David often ended his 
prayers with thanksgiving to the 

LORD. He knew that God was God alone and He thanked Him 
in every situation, even when he was young. Kids, copy David 
today by thanking God no matter what is happening in your 
life!

PROPHETIC DECLARATION 
I have made the decision to thank God in every situation. 
He is God and reigns in my affairs. I trust Him and I will 
praise Him always. Amen. 

FURTHER STUDY
1 Thessalonians 5:16-18
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Tuesday, December 10 REJOICE IN THE LORD

Philippians 4:4 (ICB)
Be full of joy in the LORD al-
ways. I will say again, be full 
of joy.

What does it mean to rejoice in 
the LORD? The Apostle Paul en-
couraged the church in Philip-
pi to be full of joy in the LORD 
always. He even repeated the 
statement! Rejoicing in the LORD 
is praising Him and worshipping 
Him, no matter what is happening 
around you.

Paul experienced many challeng-
es throughout his life and yet he 

was able to remain joyful in the LORD. One reason for that 
was because he understood, like David, the importance of 
lifting God up in his words and actions. Today take a moment 
to tell God just how great He is!

PROPHETIC DECLARATION
Today I rejoice in the LORD, and I will continue to praise 
Him in my life.

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Wednesday, December 11 GLORY TO GOD!

Psalm 68:35 (ICB)
God, you are wonderful in your 
Temple. The God of Israel gives 
his people strength and power. 
Praise God!

David was a musician and psalm-
ist (someone who creates sacred 
songs or poems in worship). The 
book of Psalms shares some of 
these. Praising God is all about 
giving Him the highest place in 
your life. Anything that you say 
about Him and to Him brings Him 
glory.

In today’s scripture verse, David 
said to the LORD, “You are wonderful in your temple.” Kids, 
when you are praising the LORD, make it personal. Address 
God by saying, “You are………” As you do this picture or vi-
sualize the One you are praising. Remember that you have 
received the life of Christ. He knows you perfectly and you 
know Him because you are his child. Hallelujah!

PROPHETIC DECLARATION 
LORD, You are great! Everything that you do is perfect! 
Blessed be the LORD God, the God of Israel, who only 
does wondrous things!” Amen. 

FURTHER STUDY
Psalm 72:18
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Thursday, December 12 SUPERNATURAL PRAISE

Psalm 46:1 (ICB)
God is our protection and 
strength. He always helps in 
times of trouble.

It is not natural to praise God 
when you are experiencing chal-
lenges kids. But there is good 
news – you are not natural, you 
are supernatural. You are a new 
creature who has never existed 
before. If David can praise God 
during his times of trouble, how 
much more a child of God who 
has the Holy Spirit living on the 
inside of him!

Your praise is supernatural kids because the Supernatural 
One is dwelling in you! As Jesus is, so are you in this world. 
Give Jesus a shout somebody! Shout unto God with a voice 
of triumph! Glory!

PROPHETIC DECLARATION 
The fruit of the Spirit is on the inside of me. Joy and 
faithfulness are in my DNA, and they are manifesting in 
my life today in Jesus’ Name. Amen. 

FURTHER STUDY
1 John 4:17, Psalm 47:1
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Friday, December 13 PRAISE THE LORD!

Psalm 146:1-2 (ICB)
Praise the Lord! My whole be-
ing, praise the LORD. I will 
praise the LORD all my life. I 
will sing praises to my God as 
long as I live.

Even though David wrote many 
of the Psalms, he did not write 
Psalm 146. The person who wrote 
it understood the importance of 
praising God with all his heart. He 
said that he would praise God as 
long as he lives. He knew that he 
was alive because of God.

Kids, live a life of praise and grat-
itude to the LORD. Every good and perfect gift that you 
have (family, health, sound mind) comes from Him. Decide 
today to praise the LORD for the rest of your life, giving 
thanks for giving you the gift of His Son Jesus Christ and 
every spiritual blessing in Him.

PROPHETIC DECLARATION 
I will bless the LORD with all my heart and not forget 
what He has done. His praises will continue to be on my 
lips. Hallelujah! Amen. 

FURTHER STUDY

Saturday, December 14 PRAISE IS A WEAPON

2 Chronicles 20:21 (ICB)
Jehoshaphat listened to the 
people’s advice. Then he chose 
men to be singers to the Lord. 
They were to praise the Lord 
because he is holy and wonder-
ful. They marched in front of 
the army. They said, “Thank the 
Lord. His love continues forev-
er.”

King Jehoshaphat who was the 
king of Judah a long time ago 
had a big challenge. He had ene-
mies wanting to fight his land and 
people. Being a righteous king, 
king Jehoshaphat involved the 
LORD in his decision. He put peo-

ple who would praise and worship the LORD at the front of 
the army. God promised that the nation would have victory 
over their enemies.

Kids, this is remarkable! Instead of crying and sitting down 
feeling discouraged, King Jehoshaphat and Judah praised the 
LORD amid their enemies and guess what, they won. Hallelu-
jah! When challenges come your way, know that praising God 
in trouble is a secret weapon!

When I find myself in a challenging situation, I will not 
stop praising You. You are holy and wonderful God, Your 
love endures forever. Amen. 

FURTHER STUDY
Psalm 8:2
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Sunday, December 15 POWER OF PRAISE

Acts 16:25 (ICB)
About midnight Paul and Silas 
were praying and singing songs 
to God. The other prisoners 
were listening to them. 

Today’s story shows us the power 
of praise in challenging situations. 
Paul and Silas were followers of 
Christ who has been arrested for 
preaching the Gospel. Instead of 
feeling sorry for themselves and 
embracing self-pity, they decided 
to pray and sing praises to the 
LORD in the middle of the night. 

The bible says that there was 
a great earthquake which caused the prison doors to be 
opened and the prisoners’ chains to fall off. There is power 
in your praise kids! No matter what, do not stop praising the 
LORD!

PROPHETIC DECLARATION
My praise has power. Every enemy is in danger when I 
praise the LORD.

Genesis 12:2 (ICB)
I will make you a great nation, 
and I will bless you. I will make 
you famous. And you will be a 
blessing to others.

Abram (who we know as Abraham) 
was given a great promise by 
God. When no-one knew him, God 
gave him the prophetic word that 
we have just read.
